2. This inscription dates to before the Athenians adopted the Ionian alphabet in 403 B.C. 
Note the spelling changes:

µετοίκο = µετοίκου
Θρᾷξ ὁ; Θρᾷττα ἡ Thracian
Σύρος ὁ Syrian
Κάρ ὁ; Κᾱρικός, ή, όν Carian

Κόλχος ὁ Colchian
Μελιττενός ὁ; Μελιττενή ἡ Milesian
Ἱλλυριός Illyrian
Σκύθης Scythian
Λυδή ἡ Lydian
